A very wide range of machines and implements for the green sector – landscape gardeners, housing estates, golf courses, gardens, parklands, churchyards, municipal authorities and public institutions – will be exhibited at the Agromek Exhibition in Denmark.

For management and personnel within the green sector, Agromek will now be the major machine exhibition at which they can study and compare almost all brands of machines and implements that are available on the market.

110 exhibitors will present machines, implements and other products for the green sector at Agromek in Herning, Denmark during the period 25th to 29th November.

“Many of these machines are now increasingly applied on farms for the maintenance of gardens and other surrounding areas.”

“These are often machines which are sold and serviced by dealers of agricultural machinery. This is also a contributory factor for the garden/park sector always being heavily represented at Agromek.”

“With the above-mentioned agreement, the entire green sector will now experience Agromek as being the exhibition at which management and personnel will, every other year, be able to study and compare almost all the brands on the market regarding machines, implements and other products which they can apply in their daily work.”

According to the agreement, the organization and its members will exhibit at Agromek in even years, i.e., 2008, 2010, 2012, etc. 

The Machine Suppliers’ Association is the organization for suppliers to contractors and businesses within the green sector. 

The organization and the majority of its members will exhibit in Hall C at Agromek November 2008.

Machines for housing estates, golf courses, 

churchyards and municipal authorities 

Exhibition Manager has stated: “As a feature of our cooperation with the Machine Suppliers’ Association, we have rearranged the database which forms the basis for the Agromek Exhibition Guide.”

“The purpose is to make it easier for our visitors to objectively seek the machines and exhibitors which they wish to see at Agromek.”

The Exhibition Guide contains exhibitors at Agromek who present machines, implements and other products for the green sector. These are divided into 29 different groups – from bush clearers to lawnmowers and irrigation equipment. 

The largest of these groups involves rotary mowers which are presented by 39 exhibitors.

The Guide also contains the following 6 groups divided in accordance with users:

Machines and implements for housing estates – 56 exhibitors.

Machines and implements for golf courses – 53 exhibitors.

Machines and implements for gardens – 43 exhibitors.

Machines and implements for churchyards – 48 exhibitors.

Machines and implements for municipal authorities / public institutions – 63 exhibitors.

Machines and implements for parks – 64 exhibitors.

In addition to the above-named types of machines, Agromek will also present many other machines, implements and products of interest to visitors from the green sector:

Various brands of hedgerow cutters and trimmers will be exhibited on 16 stands at Agromek November 2008.

Machines for the establishment and maintenance of roads and verges will be presented by 60 exhibitors.

Agromek will also present an impressive range of machines and production aids for forestry and for the contractor sector. Many of these products can also be applies in the garden/park sector. 

Seed, fertilizers, plant protection agents and fuels will be marketed by many exhibitors at Agromek. These exhibitors are also, naturally, of interest to all who work with gardens, parks and other green areas.

46 exhibitors at Agromek will present a wide selection of parts and accessories for tractors and machines for the green sector and for contractors, road builders, agriculture and forestry.

Safety equipment will be exhibited on 10 stands and work clothing will be presented by 12 exhibitors at Agromek.

In addition, approximately 160 out of the total of 580 exhibitors at Agromek have products of general interest to farmers and many other potential customers with a wide range of buildings, building components, cleaning equipment, information, consultancy and educational services plus financing, insurance/assurance and communication equipment plus the production of heating and other energy. 

14 approved New Product exhibits

Among the many significant New Product exhibits on the Agromek New Products List, at least three of these will be of particular interest to management and personnel from companies within the green sector.

One of these is an instrument that measures the body vibration levels of machine operators. The second is a New Product for combating slippery surfaces on roads, pathways and open areas. The third is a new clipper that can cut high, wet grass. 

These three New Products have all attained two-star classification from the Agromek Evaluation Committee.

There are also 11 New Product exhibits which have all attained one-star classification.

There will be a grand total of 162 approved New Product exhibits at Agromek November 2008.

This star system is the result of the unique evaluation system for New Product entries which has been developed by Agromek over a number of years.

Approved New Product exhibits can attain two or three stars depending on the operating or construction principle, composition or effect having an entirely new or significant innovation in comparison to former products on the market. The one-star New Products must be new from the company.

The approved New Products are exhibited with special, official New Product signs and are described in Danish, English, German and French in the Agromek New Product Lists. 

Measures the vibration effect

on machine operators 

For the purpose of improving working conditions for machine operators, Grammer AG, Germany has developed a small instrument that measures the vibrations to which the operator’s body is subjected during work. 

This instrument, the Grammer VibroControl, will be presented at Agromek November 2008 by Grammer’s importer in Denmark, Erik Jacobsen A/S. This is a two-star New Product exhibit. 

The instrument is battery operated. It is installed on the driving seat of a tractor or other mobile machine and collates data regarding vibration effects in all axle directions. 

When limits for vibration effects are exceeded, the machine operator will be warned both visually and via an alarm from the instrument.

The collated data can be transferred to an ordinary Excel document via USB.

The exhibitor has provided the following information:

“The VibroControl makes it much easier to secure documentation for the employer’s preparation of work place evaluation. It can also make it easier for dealers to document that their machines comply with the relevant current regulations in accordance with the EU directive from 2002.”

Precision spreader of salt and sand

on roads, pathways and car parks

The Bogballe S2 is a single disc, lift suspension salt and sand spreader that is 100% drive dependent and provides documentation for the completed work.

This spreader is designed for combating slippery surfaces on roads, pathways and car parks. It is available with containers with capacities of from 130 to 350 litres.

It applies Calibrator Icon for dosage control so that it automatically adjusts dosage to the selected spreading width. Dosage can be controlled with the aid of GPS.

The manufacturer has stated that the fact that this spreader is 100% drive dependent ensures that dosage is always compatible with driving speed. The application of GPS control prevents double spreading within the same areas. 

The purpose of this new exhibit is to attain optimum precision and thus avoid excessive dosage of salt when combating slippery roads, etc., stated Bogballe A/S. This company will present the spreader as a two-star New Product exhibit at Agromek November 2008.

The Bogballe A/S company, which was established in 1934, is well-known throughout almost every country in the world for its spreaders for commercial fertilizers. The company exports 92 percent of its total production to 91 countries. 

New clipper can cut high, wet grass 

at high speed and with a good result 

This new grass clipper can cut grass at high speed and provide a good result – even if the grass is high and wet. This is the description of the purpose of the Grasshopper, type GR930 Rd, heavy-duty grass clipper. 

This new model has three contra rotating blades and an extra shredder in the rear discharge.

The clipper can be installed at the front of the machine or in a central position below the machine. 

This new model is manufactured in the USA and is a two-star New Product exhibit at Agromek November 2008 where it will be presented by Henrik A. Fog A/S, who imports the Grasshopper to Denmark, Sweden and Norway.

11 one-star New Product exhibits

The following one-star New Product exhibits for the green sector are on the New Products List for Agromek November 2008.

The Grass Roller Greenline 300 is a smooth pasture roller which has a width of 3 m and is equipped with rake and smoothing plank. The roller is based on the larger Maxiroll Greenline models and can be equipped with sowing implements.

Exhibitor: Dal-Bo A/S.

The Lake Mower, type HD5000, is a battery powered 12V finger cutter for weed clearage in lakes and waterways. It consists of a finger cutter on a long shaft. There is an electric motor at the top which is connected to an ordinary accumulator battery.

Exhibitor: Henrik A. Fog A/S.

The MultiOne, type S23D, is an angle-steered miniloader/implement carrier in a new design. It is less than 2 m in height and weighs less than 900 kg.

Exhibitor: Henrik A. Fog A/S.

The Nibbi Hydro, type FC30, is a hydrostatic, two-wheeled universal tractor. In comparison with the majority of other tractors, this model has hydrostatic transmission instead of the usual mechanical clutch and gearbox.

Exhibitor: Henrik A. Fog A/S.

The Nimos, types DM-Trac 205-406-408, are new model implement carriers. Operator comfort has been greatly improved due to lower access height and more space in the cabin.

Exhibitor: Henrik A. Fog A/S.

The Superpark, type SP4500, is an angle-steered implement carrier. It has hydrostatic drive and is equipped with normal three-point suspension and PTO with 540 revs/minute.

Exhibitor: Henrik A. Fog A/S.

The Stiga Titan 32 is an angle-steered implement carrier with permanent 4WD. It can be fitted with brushes, mowers, salt spreaders, etc. The mower has "Discharge-on-demand" so that the operator can change from ordinary rear discharge to multi-clip from the driving seat.

Exhibitor: GGP Denmark A/S (Stiga).

The Stiga Turbo HD 60 MKH is a robustly built, self-propelled, hydrostatic lawn mower with an operating width of 50.5 cm. It has an aluminium shield and ergonomic “Gaby” steering. It has blade stop without stopping the motor.

Exhibitor: GGP Denmark A/S (Stiga).

The Lipco, type KRD 200, is a three-point suspension sweeper which has been specially developed for the cleaning and brushing of artificial grass. It consists of two oscillating brushes, a support wheel and a lightweight roller.

Exhibitor: H.G. Enemark A/S.

The Kuhn, type EL 22, is a small rotary cultivator for tractors up to 25 hp. It is available with operating widths of 126 and 147 cm. This machine has a maintenance-free side gearbox.

Exhibitor: Maskinhandler Indkøbsringen A.m.b.A.

The Kuhn, type TL 180 is a mulcher for front or rear installation on smaller park tractors.

Exhibitor: Maskinhandler Indkøbsringen A.m.b.A.
