500 sounds and light can scare 
wildlife away from farm crops 

With a newly developed, electronic system it is possible to reduce damage to farm crops caused by red deer, geese, swans, etc.

Anico Animal Control anti-wildlife/wildlife registration is the name of this new system that applies a sensor and video camera to register wildlife movements within a circular or linear area. The purpose is to reduce crop damage so that farm losses can be reduced without having to install fences and without limiting hunting/shooting quality.

The system can also be applied to warn against wildlife, e.g., alongside roadways.

This system replaces previously known defensive methods which have been shown to be insufficient – for example, gas canons and scarecrows. At the same time, the farmer attains a completely new method of collating information regarding wildlife and game movements on his property due to the fact that this system registers and collates all information regarding wildlife movements.
The system consists of stands with sensors which are positioned in strategically selected locations. When movement is discerned, sounds are emitted to scare off the wildlife. This is effectuated in that the wildlife activates the sensors which transmit signals to the system computer. This contains a library with more than 500 different sounds. 

Each time the system is activated, a new sound is applied. This ensures that the wildlife do not become accustomed to the system. A combination of light, sound and movement is also feasible.
Registrations (with or without pictures) can be transmitted to mobile telephones or to the internet.
