A fruitful environment for 

the development of agricultural machinery export activities
Exports of Danish agricultural machinery amount to

DKK 7.6 billion - 85 % of the production

- The close cooperation between Danish farmers and machine manufacturers forms a strong basis for the very significant export of Danish agricultural machinery.

Says Sten Andersen, the new chairman of the Danish Manufacturers of Agricultural Machinery, as an introduction to Agromek in Herning, Denmark, 25th – 29th November.

- Agriculture is of relatively great importance and extent in Denmark.

- During recent years the farms have grown big, and Danish farmers will continue to develop their farms into still bigger enterprises, Sten Andersen explains. 

- This means that Danish farmers are extremely focussed on improvements and efficiency. This includes also economic improvements.  

Fruitful development environment

- The farmers’ strong focus on continued development gives us, the machinery manufacturers, good opportunities to test our new machines, implements and equipment under practical conditions where heavy demands are made to efficiency and economic viability.

- Moreover, all this takes place in a fruitful development environment, allowing us to adapt and improve our products to the current demand, the chairman of the Danish Agricultural Machinery Manufacturers continues.

- Thus the entire Danish agricultural sector is a fruitful environment for the development and production of new machines and other new technology to Danish farmers and to farmers in many other countries across the world.

- During recent years Danish agriculture has reached a level that is of interest to farmers in many other countries. 

- And that is a good basis for our large export of agricultural machinery, Sten Andersen adds.

Export 85 %

Danish agricultural machinery exports have increased significantly during recent years. In 2007 agricultural machinery exports amounted to DKK 7.6 billion against DKK 6.9 billion in 2006 and DKK 5.9 billion the year before that.

The total Danish agricultural machinery production amounted in 2007 to DKK 8.9 billion, in 2006 to DKK 8.1 billion and in 2005 to 7.4 billion.

Exports constituted thus 85 % of the production in the latest 2 years.

Exports of machinery and implements for fieldwork reached DKK 2.8 billion in 2007, and exports of technology and equipment for the mechanization of livestock buildings, the production of feedstuffs and grain treatment amounted to DKK 4.8 billion.

German farmers have been the Danish manufacturers’ largest export customers for many years. Exports to Germany totalled DKK 1.2 billion in 2007. And to Sweden exports amounted to almost 700 million kroner last year.

France, Great Britain and Norway each imported Danish agricultural machinery to a value of more than half a billion Danish kroner in 2007. 

Exports to countries in Eastern Europe have risen significantly during recent years. Russia, Poland, the Ukraine and Lithuania are among the most important importers.

China imported Danish machinery and technology for agriculture for more than DKK 100 million in 2007 and thus entered the Danish Machinery Suppliers’ list of the 15 most important import countries. 

Large exports via Agromek

Right from the start in 1975 Agromek became of great importance to the export of agricultural machinery.

The exhibition has always focussed on two customer groups: Danish farmers and customers in other markets. 

- Many of my colleagues have built up a large export via, among others, agents and machinery importers with whom they got into contact at Agromek, Sten Andersen says.

- To the small Danish company that produces machinery and technology for agriculture, Agromek has all the time been the right place to start and extend the export activities. This applies to manufacturers of machinery and implements for fieldwork as well as to manufacturers of technology for indoor mechanization of livestock buildings, the production of feedstuffs and grain treatment. 

- Some of the largest machinery manufacturers had already established themselves on export markets before Agromek was established. But also for these manufacturers the exhibition has been of immense importance for the further development of their export activities, Sten Andersen adds. 
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
