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Award for system for the

pasteurizing of colostrums
On Tuesday, a system which ensures that dairy farmers now have the possibility to apply heat treatment to colostrums without destroying antibodies or consistency was presented with one of the two Agromek Awards for New Products for cattle farming.

The presentation took place at the Agromek-livestock Exhibition in the MCH Exhibition Centre in Herning, Denmark.
ColoQuickPasteur is a three-star New Product which is manufactured and exhibited by Calvex A/S, Skive, Denmark.
This New Product exhibit consists of a water bath with a holder for the retention of a cassette with a portion of frozen colostrums. The cassette with the colostrums is subjected to rotation. 

This rotation and the large surface of the cassette ensure a smooth and uniform heating of the colostrums. The heating process is precisely controlled regarding time and temperature so that the colostrums are pasteurized without destroying antibodies and consistency.
The Award Committee made the following observations:
“The quality of the colostrums is improved via the application of this new system because pasteurization destroys harmful bacteria such as coli and salmonella without damaging the antibodies in the colostrums. 

The concept is really good for both large and major herds. This new system ensures that the newborn calf receives four litres of colostrums within the first six hours following calving. This is essential for the calf to receive a good start because the colostrums contain antibodies that provide the calf with the required immunity and resistance.”
Seven Awards at Agromek-livestock  

On Monday, all two-star and three-star New Product exhibits were closely evaluated by four Award Committees. These involved products for cattle farming, pig production, other products and an Energy and Environment Prize. 

The Committee consists of farmers and other specialists. These awards are presented to New Product exhibits which are judged as being of the greatest practical importance.
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
