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Award for power saving 
diode lighting 
On Tuesday, a new fluorescent tube with LED technology – also known as diode lighting – was presented with one of the two Agromek Awards for the Other Products group.
This presentation took place at the Agromek-livestock Exhibition in the MCH Exhibition Centre in Herning, Denmark.
The Lumorigo LED Tube is a three-star New Product at Agromek-livestock and is exhibited by Linds AS, Vildbjerg, Denmark.
The Award Committee emphasized that this is an innovation that can be beneficial to all farmers. The new LED tube uses less electricity and lasts longer than other fluorescent tubes.
It can increase or decrease the illumination effect automatically in accordance with the existing light conditions. This will reduce electricity consumption and ensure a quick return on investment.
In addition, the Committee noted that this LED tube has a durability of approximately 50,000 hours. This means that the farmer does not have to replace tubes so frequently – which is often difficult and time-consuming in many modern livestock buildings.
The Committee also noted that it is anticipated that the LED tubes will be available at lower prices in step with increased application.
