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Award for new intelligent 
creep area covering for piglets
On Tuesday, an intelligent creep area covering for application in pens for small piglets was presented with one of the two Agromek Awards for New Product exhibits for pig production.
This presentation took place at the Agromek-livestock Exhibition in the MCH Exhibition Centre in Herning, Denmark.
This New Product is exhibited by VengSystem, Roslev, Denmark
The temperature in the creep area is controlled in accordance with the piglets’ daily activity. An infra-red temperature sensor which is positioned below the covering controls how much the covering is to be raised/lowered.
The Award Committee based their decision on the fact that this New Product provides the greatest possibility for power savings in that the temperature can be lowered by three to five degrees. This has a very positive effect on power consumption and CO2 emission. 

The Committee also noted the secondary effects involved – including reduction of ammonia evaporation, improved working environment and improved piglet welfare. 

As an additional facility, the system enables the automatic opening of the creep areas for inspection purposes. 
Seven Awards at Agromek-livestock  

On Monday, all two-star and three-star New Product exhibits were closely evaluated by four Award Committees. These involved products for cattle farming, pig production, other products and an Energy and Environment Prize. 

The Committee consists of farmers and other specialists. These awards are presented to New Product exhibits which are judged as being of the greatest practical importance.
