An extremely impressive exhibition 

with 51,601 visitors and guests

“Structural development is extremely rapid. For example, a farmer visited a stand and stated that he was planning to build a cow house for 900 cows,” said the Chairman of Agromek in Herning, Denmark.

“This has been an extremely impressive exhibition – and the largest ever with 96,000 square metres.”

“The exhibitors have attained many good contacts to work with during the coming months,” said the Chairman of Agromek, Managing Director Peter Hansen, Cormall Agro Holding A/S, following the end of the Agromek Exhibition in Herning, Denmark which was held during the period 25th to 29th November.

The total attendance amounted to 51,601. This was 13,396 lower than Agromek in January this year. 

Foreign guests amounted to 7,660 as against 9,688 in January this year. The foreign guests came from 66 countries. 

Agromek is now moved 

from January to November

Peter Hansen continued:

“This is the first time that Agromek has been held in November. This will now be the permanent date for the Exhibition.”

“Until this year, the Exhibition has always been held in January. It is thus only ten months since we last held Agromek.”

“It is difficult to draw conclusions as to whether this is the reason for the lower attendance or if it is the current situation in the agricultural sector, or perhaps the financial crisis.”

The Chairman also pointed out the fact that there are now only 14,000 full-time farms in Denmark.

“When seen in this light, the attendance is still impressive.”

“In addition, there is the fact that structural development is extremely rapid. For example, a farmer visited a stand and stated that he was planning to build a cow house for 900 cows.”

“A few years ago, the situation would have been that nine farmers would each have been planning to build a cow house for 100 cows,” stated the Chairman of Agromek.
Agromek November 2008 was a comprehensive machine exhibition directed at all types of agriculture plus building and site contractors and the entire green sector – which covers a wide number of business areas ranging from landscape gardeners to technical departments in government and local authorities.

Agromek – Livestock, which will be held in Herning, Denmark during the period 24th to 28th November 2009, will have particular focus on livestock housing technology and on-farm handling and treatment of grain.

The 14,000 full-time farms in Denmark include 4,000 with arable farming, 5,000 cattle farms, 4,000 pig production and poultry farms plus 1,000 fur production farms. More than 95% of the livestock production in Denmark is effectuated on full-time farms.
