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Award for fully-automatic rat trap

On Tuesday, the Wise Trap, which is a new type of intelligent rat trap, was presented with the Agromek Award for New Products in other sections.
This took place at Agromek in the MCH exhibition centre at Herning, Denmark. The Award winner is a three-star EUR New Product exhibit and is exhibited by WiseCon A/S, Helsinge.

The Wise Trap is developed for the purpose of efficient combating of rats in sewage/drainage systems without the use of poison. 

The Wise Trap ensures that the rats are killed quickly and painlessly. This new trap guarantees the quick and efficient combat of even high volumes of rats in sewage/drainage systems. 

This patented rat trap is positioned in a sewage/drainage pipe. When a rat attempts to pass the trap, its movement and body heat is detected by sensors and a bunch of spears are released which kills the rat. The spears are then automatically returned to the original position.
This trap has been subjected to thorough tests by the Danish Pest Infestation Laboratory which is a section of the Department of Integrated Pest Management in the DJF Faculty of Agricultural Sciences, University of Aarhus, Denmark. Agromek’s Judgment Committee has underlined the fact that this trap has a documented effect and that it is safe to use.
It only works in dark surroundings and when it has registered the shape or body heat of the rat. It is easy to install and can be monitored via Internet and can send SMS messages if there has not been a rat in the trap for any given period so that the trap can be moved to another location.
The Judgment Committee underlines the fact that, even although there will not be a great application within the farming sector, that there is a huge requirement for this new trap in municipal areas with sewage/drainage systems. However, the Committee hopes that the system can be further developed so that it can also be applied within the agricultural sector.
Six Awards at Agromek  

Two-star and three-star New Product exhibits were evaluated yesterday by four Judgment Committees – for products for arable farming, cattle farming and pig production plus specific other products.

Two Committees should each nominate six New Product exhibits and then select two Award winners. The other two Committees should each nominate three New Product exhibits and then each select one Award winner.

The Committees consist of farmers and other users of machines that are exhibited this week at Agromek. The Awards are presented to New Product exhibits which, in the opinion of the Committees, can be of the greatest importance in practical application.
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
