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Award for new system for
dry feeding of pigs
On Tuesday, a new system for feeding pigs with dry feed was presented with one of the two Agromek Awards for New Product exhibits for pig production.
This took place at Agromek in the MCH exhibition centre at Herning, Denmark. The Award winner is a two-star New Product exhibit. 

This system for restrictive feeding with dry feed, the Ad-lib wall, is exhibited by Sdr. Vissing Staldinventar A/S.
The Judgment Committee based their decision as follows:

“This system provides the advantages known from wet feeding to pens that apply dry feeding. Feed distribution and supply is controlled by computer according to feed graphs. This ensures a better production economy due to improved feed conversion and lower feed consumption.” 

Among the advantages of this new system it is stated that all pigs rise up at the same time to move to the trough. This ensures that all of the pigs attain an equal share of the feed.
The Ad-lib wall consists, among other features, of a new wall that both acts as a divisional wall between two pens and simultaneously enables the restrictive feeding of the pigs in both pens. Dry feeds, meal and pellets are provided in dosage amounts throughout the full length of the trough. This avoids some pigs changing places during feeding.
Six Awards at Agromek  

Two-star and three-star New Product exhibits were evaluated yesterday by four Judgment Committees – for products for arable farming, cattle farming and pig production plus specific other products.

Two Committees should each nominate six New Product exhibits and then select two Award winners. The other two Committees should each nominate three New Product exhibits and then each select one Award winner.

The Committees consist of farmers and other users of machines that are exhibited this week at Agromek. The Awards are presented to New Product exhibits which, in the opinion of the Committees, can be of the greatest importance in practical application.
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
