Award to GPS system for tractors

and other agricultural machines
On Tuesday, a GPS automatic control system for tractors, combine harvesters and other agricultural machines was presented with the Agromek Award for arable farming. 

This took place at Agromek in the MCH exhibition centre in Herning, Denmark. The Award winner was a three-star EUR New Product exhibit.
This new system, which is manufactured by Leica Geosystems AG is exhibited at Agromek by the Danish dealer, Agrovo, Ulbjerg near Skals in Denmark. 

The system facilitates the establishment of direct contact between the dealer’s service centre and the tractor so that eventual faults can be quickly rectified and so that the computers on the tractor can be up-dated out in the fields.
The Judgment Committee based their decision as follows:

“This is an extremely universal system that can be moved from tractor to tractor regardless of brand as long as the tractor is prepared for automatic control.”
“The system is easy to operate and it is a decided advantage that it functions on a network that covers all of Denmark, is prepared for the future and is not under the control of an individual company.”
The Committee also stressed the importance of the fact that the system can be serviced on-line so that faults can be discerned, quickly and at a low cost, from the service centre.
In IPL start of new machines, the system is cheaper than other systems. 

The Committee also pointed out that this new system can be applied on other self-propelled machines and that it can be extended for other functions for various machines for arable farming. These are also advantages with this new system.
Six Awards at Agromek  

Two-star and three-star New Product exhibits were evaluated yesterday by four Judgment Committees – for products for arable farming, cattle farming and pig production plus specific other products.

Two Committees should each nominate six New Product exhibits and then select two Award winners. The other two Committees should each nominate three New Product exhibits and then each select one Award winner.
The Committees consist of farmers and other users of machines that are exhibited this week at Agromek. The Awards are presented to New Product exhibits which, in the opinion of the Committees, can be of the greatest importance in practical application.
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
