Significant New Product exhibits for combating slippery road surfaces will be presented at Agromek, Herning, Denmark. Machines for the establishment and maintenance of roads and verges will be presented by 60 exhibitors.

All, who are occupied with the establishment and maintenance of roads and verges, will be able to study and compare machines for application in their work.

Machines for the establishment and maintenance of roads and verges will, in fact, be presented by 60 out of the total of 580 exhibitors at Agromek in Herning, Denmark during the period 25th to 29th November 2008.

This impressive presentation of road machines at Agromek is the result of a new cooperation between Agromek and the Machine Suppliers’ Association – the organization for suppliers to contractor companies and businesses within the green sector.

The Machine Suppliers’ Association and the majority of the organizations members will exhibit in Hall C at Agromek November 2008. 

Machine suppliers and members of this organization will, in future, in accordance with the new agreement, exhibit at Agromek during even years, i.e., 2010, 2012, etc. 

From motor graders and rollers to

snow ploughs and salt spreaders

Suppliers of motor graders, rollers and road construction machines plus machines for sweeping, snow clearance and combating slippery surfaces are among the exhibitors at Agromek November 2008. These exhibits include both large and small machines in some of the groups described in the following.

The Agromek Exhibition Guide contains motor graders from two exhibitors, rollers / vibrators from 15 exhibitors and road construction machines from three exhibitors. 

15 exhibitors will present machines and implements for leveling roads, tracks and pathways, 24 exhibitors will present sweeping machines and 19 exhibitors will present verge cutters and trimmers.

Equipment for snow clearance and combating slippery surfaces are also well represented at the Exhibition. 27 exhibitors will present salt and sand spreaders, 20 have snow ploughs and 6 have snow clearing blowers in their ranges of machines.

The Exhibition also includes a wide range of dozers, dumpers, excavators, loaders and other contractor equipment. There is also an impressive array of hedgerow cutters which are also used for trimming trees and bushes along road verges. 

46 exhibitors will present a wide selection of components and implements for tractors and machinery for road work, contractors, agriculture, forestry and the green sector.

Safety equipment is exhibited on 10 stands and work clothing is presented by 12 exhibitors at Agromek.

Exhibitors of many of the above machines and products will exhibit both in Hall C and in other halls at the Exhibition.

Increased work safety and

combating slippery road surfaces 

Among the many significant New Product exhibits on the Agromek New Products List, at least four of these exhibits have particular interest for road construction companies.  One of these is an instrument that measures the body vibration of machine operators and the other three are New Product exhibits for the combating of slippery surfaces on roads, pathways, car parks, etc.

These four New Products have all attained two-star classification following approval by the Agromek Evaluation Committee. 

This star system is the result of the unique evaluation system for New Product entries which has been developed by Agromek over a number of years.

Approved New Product exhibits can attain two or three stars depending on the operating or construction principle, composition or effect having an entirely new or significant innovation in comparison to former products on the market. The one-star New Products must be new from the company.

The approved New Products are exhibited with special, official New Product signs and are described in Danish, English, German and French in the Agromek New Product Lists. 

Measures the vibration effect

on machine operators 

For the purpose of improving working conditions for machine operators, Grammer AG, Germany has developed a small instrument that measures the vibrations to which the operator’s body is subjected during work. 

This instrument, the Grammer VibroControl, will be presented at Agromek November 2008 by Grammer’s importer in Denmark, Erik Jacobsen A/S. This is a two-star New Product exhibit. 

The instrument is battery operated. It is installed on the driving seat of a tractor or other mobile machine and collates data regarding vibration effects in all axle directions. 

When limits for vibration effects are exceeded, the machine operator will be warned both visually and via an alarm from the instrument. The collated data can be transferred to an ordinary Excel document via USB.

The exhibitor has provided the following information:

“The VibroControl makes it much easier to secure documentation for the employer’s preparation of work place evaluation. It can also make it easier for dealers to document that their machines comply with the relevant current regulations in accordance with the EU directive from 2002.”

New, wireless remote control 

makes it easier to change spreader

The EpoMaster IV is a wireless remote control for spreaders which are applied for combating slippery road surfaces. 

The purpose of this New Product exhibit is to avoid cable links between the control and the computer in a salt environment. This greatly simplifies installation and dismantling of the spreader and the risk of damaging cables is eliminated. 

This new control can be equipped with data collation via RS232, Memorycard, GSM or

GPRS. It can also operate with EpoSat GPS-controlled spreading and Epo-Therm temperature controlled spreading.

Control can be supplied with power from the vehicle or from a battery that provides power for up to 6 hours before recharging is required.

EpoMaster IV is produced by Epoke A/S, who presents this exhibit as a two-star New Product at Agromek November 2008.

Spreads both sand and salt at 

optimum effect at high speeds

The Sirius Combi, type S-4402, for installation on a truck is a spreader for combating slippery road surfaces. 

The new feature is that optimum spreading is effectuated at high driving speeds.

Via spreading discs, this spreader can distribute salt, sand, split and moisturized dry matter in widths of from 2 to 12 metre at speeds of up to 60 km/hour. 

Water and solutions of salt and urea are spread via a nozzle boom which is only 1.2 m wide. This is effectuated with the aid of patented SpraTronic nozzles which ensure precise dosage of the solution on the roads at widths of from 3 to 11 m and at speeds of up to 90 km/hour.

The solution can be spread asymmetrically or symmetrically. 

The spreader is equipped with EpoSat GPS-control which automatically changes the spreading width, dosage and changeover between, or combinations of, the spreading materials on the basis of data regarding the actual road or weather conditions. This ensures optimum combat of slippery roads at speeds compatible with the existing traffic situation and the driver only has to concentrate on driving the vehicle.

Sirius Combi, type S-4402, is produced by Epoke A/S. The company will exhibit it as a two-star New Product at Agromek November 2008.

Precision spreader of salt and sand

on roads, pathways and car parks

The Bogballe S2 is a single disc, lift suspension salt and sand spreader that is 100% drive dependent and provides documentation for the completed work.

This spreader is designed for combating slippery surfaces on roads, pathways and car parks. It is available with containers with capacities of from 130 to 350 litres.

It applies Calibrator Icon for dosage control so that it automatically adjusts dosage to the selected spreading width. Dosage can be controlled with the aid of GPS.

The manufacturer has stated that the fact that this spreader is 100% drive dependent ensures that dosage is always compatible with driving speed. The application of GPS control prevents double spreading within the same areas. 

The purpose of this new exhibit is to attain optimum precision and thus avoid excessive dosage of salt when combating slippery roads, etc., stated Bogballe A/S. This company will present the spreader as a two-star New Product exhibit at Agromek November 2008.
