Ergo 2000 is a newly developed flushing handle from Nilfisk-Alto. This has been improved in a number of areas to reduce the strain on the operator’s wrists, arms and shoulders during long work operations.

The reduced strain is attained due to the fact that the required activation strength is greatly reduced. According to the manufacturer, 32 percent less strength is required than that which was necessary for the former handle on Nilfisk-Alto high-pressure cleaners. It also requires 25 percent less hand strength to activate the machine when starting or following a work pause.

Ergo 2000 has a vario-pressure function so that pressure and water volume can be reduced without the operator having to move his hand from the pistol grip to reduce pressure.

The handle also has a new improved ergonomic design which results in less strain and tiredness on the operator’s wrist. The handle is designed with a soft-grip surface that ensures a firm grip even if the operator has wet hands or is wearing gloves.
The bayonet socket function has been altered so that it is easier and more logical to fit and remove jet rods and other equipment.
