Focus on systems for egg production and automatic reporting of data

Focus on enriched cages 
and multi-storey systems 

for egg layers 

National Consultant (Buildings and installation for poultry production) Palle Vinstrup has stated the following:

“It is now high time that Danish egg producers placed their orders for new, enriched cages for their poultry houses.” 

“On our stand in Hall D, we will, therefore, present a single cage for 8 hens from each of the suppliers on the current market.”

“These are enriched cages which meet the EU regulations that must be complied with as of 2012.”.

Palle Vinstrup calculates that approximately half of all the two million battery hens in Denmark have still to be provided with enriched cages.
Palle Vinstrup continued: “Consumer eggs from four different systems are produced in Denmark: Organic eggs, free-range eggs, eggs from outdoor hens and battery production eggs.” 

“Floor level production is the common factor for all the first three systems. During recent years, there has been increasing interest for multi-storey systems in the poultry houses. We have therefore also included a multi-storey system on our stand.”

“Among other facilities, these multi-storey systems are equipped with conveyor belts for clearing droppings. This is an important progressive factor for the indoor and outdoor environments in that this minimizes evaporation of ammonia. The multi-storey system also secures a greater production area in the poultry house.”
There are approximately 350 producers with four million egg-laying hens in Denmark. Half of these hens are battery hens owned by 60 producers.
200 farmers produce broilers in Denmark. These farmers can also acquire up-to-date know-how from their consultants.

Salient figures from stall computers

to the KIK central data system

to ensure top quality
In 2000, the poultry sector in Denmark took the initiative to establish a central data system for the assurance of high quality regarding chicken production – this is known as KIK.

The system is applied to provide documentation, throughout the entire process, from egg to broiler. Data from the hatchery, feed producer, chicken producer and the slaughterhouse are reported to the KIK system for the purpose of ensuring that a Danish produced broiler will be “the best documented in the world”. 

Automatic reports, regarding the many salient figures and other data regarding the production of broilers, being forwarded to the central data system is now a reality. 
DACS A/S, Munters Turbovent Agro A/S and Skov A/S are all now launching a program module for their management systems.

With the aid of this module, the essential figures and data are automatically collated direct from the management systems in the stall computers to the central data system. This includes daily reports regarding environment and climate in the poultry house plus mortality figures and periodic weight development.
The broiler producer’s work with reports to the central KIK system will be greatly reduced when this new module is in function. The risk of errors will also be far lower than is the case with manual reporting.

The three new program modules are three-star New Product exhibits at Agromek-livestock and will be presented by DACS A/S, Munters Turbovent Agro A/S and Skov A/S.
