LISA is also applied as an electronic sow card to ensure that the farrowing data is registered correctly so that it can be transferred to production management systems on a PC.

It will therefore be easy to compare and select sows in accordance with their farrowing results in addition to being able to optimize the monitoring of future farrowing.

These are the objectives of the three-star, EUR New Product exhibit, LIfeSAver (LISA), which Danish Farm Design A/S will present at Agromek-livestock.

Danish Farm Design has stated: “A more objective monitoring during farrowing can contribute to reducing the numbers of stillborn piglets. A mere 0.5 more piglets per litter will result in more than D.Kr. 100,000 in additional earnings on an annual basis for a herd of 500 sows.”

LISA provides the personnel with a red signal light whenever the individual farrowing sow is to receive attention. The unit is applied to key-in data regarding the sow’s farrowing, birth assistance, treatment, medication, etc., plus the numbers of liveborn, stillborn, weak and mummified piglets. When the farrowing is completed, the collated data is transferred to a PC and the unit is re-charged for the next farrowing.

LISA is produced by Farm Innovation ApS which is the development company for Danish Farm Design. At Agromek-livestock this New Product will be presented by Danish Farm Design A/S plus AgroSoft A/S and Hatting KS.

This is the MT Hojgaard A/S company’s description of the purpose of the three-star, EUR New Product, the SmartFarm central control system for pig production units, which will be presented at Agromek-livestock.

SmartFarm is based on that there is just one central control of all process equipment of various brands in the production unit, i.e., feed production and feeding, ventilation and climate control, dung clearance and manure handling, etc.

This saves the installation of a large number of decentral controls.

This system complies with international standards so that it can easily be linked to external systems regardless of platform.

The central control can be operated via a main terminal or with the aid of PDAs. The control system also includes an alarm module so that the individual employee can specifically see which fault has arisen and in which position and which spare part is perhaps to be replaced.

MT Hojgaard mentions a couple of examples of problems in daily operation that can easily be solved with this new system: From his PC, the farmer can change from full illumination to night illumination in any livestock section. When a temperature sensor signals a fault in a pen in one of the sections, an employee can quickly find the problem and proceed to solve it.
