There is an increasing interest for stoking with wood chips in Denmark 

Farmers and all other interested visitors will be able to study and compare many brands of systems for stoking with bio fuels, such as grain, rape seed, logs, wood chips, wood pellets and straw, when they attend Agromek-livestock in Herning, Denmark during the period 24th to 28th November.

Danish manufacturers of stoking systems for bio fuels are in the vanguard of developments of furnaces applied for optimum exploitation of such fuels. The Exhibition will present relatively simple furnaces alongside highly developed systems that can apply various types of fuels. 

Increasing interest for stoking 

with wood chips

Agronomist and engineer Jørgen Pedersen, special consultant in furnace systems at AgroTech – Institute for Agri Technology and Food Innovation, has stated the following:

“There is currently an increasing interest in applying wood chips as fuel. This is low-cost fuel. Some people have their own woodlands and wood chips are easy to stoke. The systems are typically a little more expensive due to the fact that they require a large fuel magazine with a stirring function and a considerable amount of extra storage capacity.” 
“This rising interest for wood chips also increases the demand for condensing boilers. This type of boiler can attain a high effect – even although there is high moisture content in the fuel.” 

“The moisture content in wood chips is typically 30 percent and higher”, added Jørgen Pedersen.
Grain or wood pellets
“In Denmark, there is no noticeable increase in applying grain as fuel – despite the fact that the current price of grain is very low.”

“Initially, savings can be made by applying grain instead of wood pellets. However, savings can be obviated in the long run due to faster corrosion of the boiler. In addition, the labour requirements for cleaning and ash removal are also much higher.”
“Pellet chips or fine chips are a popular fuel for stoker furnace boilers. This is a product that has not been processed by a pellet press – and is therefore cheaper.” 

“Pellet chips can easily be applied in a stoking system where the stoker conveyor presses the chips into the furnace.”
“On the other hand, pellet wood cannot be applied in small pellet stokers – the so-called drop stokers – where the fuel falls down to the burner head.”
Energy at exhibitors
Approximately 50 out of the total of 460 exhibitors at Agromek-livestock will present boiler stoking systems, components for stoking systems, biogas systems and other technology for the production of energy. Some exhibitors have bio fuels, fuels and electricity in their range of products.

There are also numerous exhibitors that will be presenting wood chippers, circular saws and cleavers for the production of wood for energy purposes.
