Guide for optimum benefit

from visiting major machine exhibition

Farmers, landscape gardeners, contractors and all other visitors can gain optimum benefit from their attendance at Agromek November 2008 by advance preparation.

Since 1975, farmers, agricultural machinery contractors, dealers, advisors and journalists have been able, every year in January, to study and compare almost all brands of machines, implements, installations and fittings and other technology for the agricultural sector at Agromek in Denmark.

This is no longer the case.

First exhibition in November and then

a different exhibition each year

The Agromek Exhibition, which will be held in Herning, Denmark during the period 25th to 29th November, marks the start of a new era in the history of this exhibition.

This will be the first time that Agromek has been held in November.

It is also the first time that suppliers to contractors and users within the green sector will participate at Agromek via a cooperation agreement between the Danish Machinery Suppliers’ Association and Agromek.

In future, Agromek will be different from year to year: 

In even years, 2008, 2010, etc., Agromek will be an exhibition for machines, implements and other products for arable farming and livestock farming and for contractors and users within the green sector in cooperation with the Danish Machinery Suppliers’ Association.

In the odd years, 2009, 2011, etc., the Exhibition will be named Agromek – Livestock. This designates Agromek as an exhibition that involves all the enormous amounts of technology, installations and production aids for livestock farming plus many other products, but not machines for the arable sector.

Equipment and systems for grain handling plus many other products and a presentation of cattle breeding stock will be presented at Herning every year – both at Agromek and at Agromek – Livestock.

Who are the exhibitors and

where can you find them?

Despite the fact that Agromek November 2008 is close to having the same content as former Agromek exhibitions, there are important differences.

In November, various exhibition halls will contain other exhibitors than usual and, in addition, the new Hall N will involve 10,000 square metres. 

Certain exhibitors of technology for livestock farming have decided to exhibit every other year and will therefore not be present at Agromek November 2008. For example, this applies to exhibitors of milking machines and milking robots.

Visitors to Agromek have therefore good reason to prepare their attendance by discovering who will be exhibiting and which halls these companies will have their stands. 

Advance preparation will guide the visitor to specific products, New Product exhibits and exhibitors of precise, personal interest for study and comparison at Agromek.

The Agromek Exhibition Guide leads the way to approx. 4,500 products. This Guide is available on the front page of www.agromek.dk

The Exhibition Guide provides easy surveillance when one wishes to study and compare all of the exhibited brands of harrows, field sprayers, automatic feeders, slurry pumps, mowers, loaders or any of the other 522 types of products at the Exhibition. 

For each of the 522 types of products, the Guide indicates the exhibitors that have the relevant type in their range of products.

The many types of machines, implements and other products are divided up into 16 main groups and some of these are again divided into a number of sub-groups in logical concession in accordance with the application of the individual product.

The Exhibition Guide also forms the basis for visitors being able to obtain a print-out Guide concerning all exhibitors who have the types of machines, etc. of particular interest to the individual visitor.

This print-out Guide is available from the staff on the various information stands at the Exhibition. 

The Exhibition Guide also acts as the portal to the websites of the majority of the 580 exhibitors at Agromek November 2008. 

In the description of each company in the Exhibition Database one can find the respective exhibitor’s website address.

New Product exhibits with star classifications

The Agromek Evaluation Committee has approved 162 New Product exhibits for Agromek November 2008. 

Among these approved New Products there are 29 three-star exhibits and 33 two-star exhibits. Three-star and two-star classifications provide documentation that the products are either entirely new or possess an important new construction or composition.
