Insulated PVC sheeting for covering steel halls for pig and cattle housing

The carcass construction consists of an IPE steel frame retained by cross members and spacers. The roof construction consists of reinforced, insulated PVC sheeting fitted on specially made aluminium profiles. The gables are individually designed and are tightened with the aid of pulleys.
The PVC sheeting consists of double sheeting with encased air channels. The entire sheeting is connected to a valve and a constant air pressure system.
This beam construction, with stretched, reinforced, insulated PVC sheeting, is approved by the fire authority and the buildings are recognized for high light penetration.
