Press release:

Kills rats without using poison

A new, fully-automatic rat trap for positioning in drainage/sewage pipes kills rats when these attempt to pass the trap. Data concerning the operation of the trap is transmitted to the user. This trap is a three-star EUR New Product at Agromek November 2008.

The Wise Trap is a new type of intelligent rat trap that has been developed for the purpose of efficient rat control in drainage/sewage systems without using poison. 

The Wise Trap ensures that the rats are killed quickly and humanely. 

This trap guarantees quick and efficient control of even high populations of rats in drainage/sewage systems. 

This is the first intelligent rat trap in the world to kill rats without application of poisons. 

This information has been received from the WiseCon company which has developed this new trap and initiated production this summer.

The company will present this new trap as a three-star EUR New Product exhibit at Agromek in Herning, Denmark during the period 25th to 29th November 2008.

A bunch of spears kill the rat

This patented rat trap is positioned in a drainage/sewage pipe. 

When a rat attempts to pass the trap, the rat’s movement and body heat releases a bunch of spears via sensors and the rat is immediately killed. 

The spears are then automatically returned to the original position and the trap is once again ready for operation. The dead rat is flushed out by the drainage/sewage water. 

One can fit this rat trap in a drainage/sewage pipe from the ground level with an installation rod. The trap is calibrated to the actual dimensions of the drainage/sewage pipe. 

The trap is powered by a battery and its functions are controlled by a unit which is positioned under the cesspool cover. 

Data from the trap is transmitted via SMS/GSM modem. 

Notification is received when there have been no rat occurrences in a specified period so that the trap can be relocated. Information is also received regarding operational stops, overflow in the cesspool and low battery level.

Information regarding battery level, total number of trap activations and operating hours since battery replacement is collated in the trap’s control box.

The trap operates efficiently and also functions as a rat barrier in the drainage/sewage system. 

This is documented by tests effectuated by the Danish Pest Infestation Laboratory, which is a section of the Department of Integrated Pest Management in the DJF Faculty of Agricultural Sciences, University of Aarhus, Denmark.
