Large Chinese delegation at Agromek

Chinese pig producers and experts want to explore the possibilities of a cooperation with Danish pig producers. Delegations from 47 countries visit Agromek in Denmark. 

A large Chinese delegation of pig producers, experts and managers in the bacon and meat industry will visit Agromek in Herning, Denmark, on Tuesday 25th November.

- The delegation numbering 35 persons wants to know more about the Danish pig production. China is the world’s largest pig producer, whereas Denmark is the largest pig exporter. 

- The visit is a link in the efforts to develop a closer future cooperation, says Lao Jiuche, who has assisted the Agricultural Council of Denmark in the planning of the visit from his home in China. 

On Monday the Chinese delegation meets with the organizations Danish Pig Production and DanBred in Copenhagen. The visit to Denmark includes also a visit to Danish Crown in Horsens and to a pig producer.

The Chinese are among the more than 1,200 foreign visitors who have accepted an invitation to visit Agromek. 

- We have invited distributors, importers and large farm managers, and we will therefore have visitors from as many as 47 countries. The visiting delegations are expected to number about 1,240 persons, says Jan Tjørnelunde, Agromek’s exhibition manager.

- The large interest from abroad is among other things a result of the way we service our foreign guests. They have been picked by exhibitors, but we organize the delegation travels, and food and accommodation during their visit to Herning, Jan Tjørnelunde adds.

Agromek in January this year had a total of 9,700 foreign visitors. Many farmers and other interested parties in particular from the Scandinavian countries and Germany contribute to the large number of foreign visitors.

Agromek will be held at MCH – Messecenter Herning, Denmark, in the period of 25th – 29th November.
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
