Matting for slotted flooring in cattle stalls

for the reduction of ammonia emission

New rubber matting for slotted flooring in cattle stalls can increase cow welfare and reduce the emission of ammonia by up to 50 percent.

Comfort slotted matting from Staldmæglerne A/S is a rubber surface product which is installed on the flooring beams of new or existing concrete slotted flooring.

This is designed as a curved rubber casing which is clamped down over the individual flooring beam. The purpose is to ensure increased cow comfort in gangway areas and simultaneously to ensure a quicker flow of manure through the slotted flooring.

This will ensure cleaner flooring and a reduced evaporation of ammonia and methane.

In addition, two soft rubber flaps can be installed in the slots to permit the passage of manure and to seal off the evaporation of ammonia from the slurry channel.

Ammonia evaporation can be reduced by up to 50 percent and methane evaporation can be reduced by up to 75 percent.

This Comfort slotted matting is produced in Ireland and is presented at Agromek-livestock as a three-star New Product exhibit by Staldmæglerne A/S.
