Two new gestation testers can quickly discern if a cow is to have a repeat insemination

Two three-star New Product exhibits at Agromek-livestock can help cattle farmers to quickly identify cows that are not in gestation following insemination. It can be of considerable economic importance that the cattle farmer can quickly discern those cows that require repeat insemination.

Hormonost Easy Milk is a gestation tester which is based on checking progesterone levels in milk samples.

Progesterone in milk is bonded with the aid of a reactor to plastic glass. The excess material is rinsed off, a colour reactor is added and a blue colour is then evident. The intensity of the colour indicates the progesterone level in the milk. This test enables the discernment of gestation as soon as 20 days following insemination.

The tester can be applied for cattle, horses, dogs and other animals - although it is primarily intended for application by cattle owners and veterinary surgeons.

Multilyser gestation tester

Multilyser is an automatic analysis tester which, as an independent unit, can be applied for gestation tests 19-20 days after insemination.

This tester can discern the progesterone content in fresh milk. The reactor glasses with milk samples from the selected cows are, following milking, placed in the gestation tester which then automatically discerns the progesterone content in each sample.

Negative gestation can be discerned with 100 percent accuracy and positive gestation can be discerned with 80 percent accuracy.
