Mobile monitoring camera sends

photographs to a mobile phone
A small mobile camera can send photographs or a text message to a mobile phone. Examples of monitored areas: Horse boxes, stall sections, diesel storage tanks or a weekend cottage.

This small camera, the Alulette Vision MMS camera, applies a SIM card and therefore communicates directly with a mobile phone instead of a fixed monitoring screen.  It is thus unnecessary to invest in expensive alarm systems or alarm centre subscriptions.

When an alarm situation is activated via movement, the camera takes a photograph which is transmitted to a mobile phone. Shortly afterwards, the camera will call up the same mobile number so that it is possible to hear what is happening in the vicinity of the camera. The camera also activates a powerful siren which should frighten intruders. The siren can also be shut off if a silent alarm is preferred.

If the camera is positioned in a location which is subjected to a great deal of movement, the alarm can be deactivated. For example, the camera can monitor a horse box and the user can request the camera to send photographs to a mobile telephone.

The camera has an integrated battery to facilitate the monitoring of locations in which there is no access to power points.
