New serving of hay to horses

A newly developed hay rack for horse boxes is primarily intended for application in boxes in which straw is not used as litter.
Many horse owners apply, for example, peat moss or sawdust as litter. To avoid the hay being mixed with the litter, the majority of horse owners prefer a separate container for hay.

This is the background for OK Plast having developed the new hay rack, Quality Line, Type OK No. 499. This is an injection moulded plastic rack that has a capacity of 200 litres which means that it only requires filling once daily. 

The hay rack is designed for bolting into a corner of the horse box. The hay rack is open at the rear so that the box walls act as rear walls.
The hay rack is also designed so that it has a 10 cm opening at floor level so that it is possible to sweep under the hay rack.

It is constructed of a bite-proof, unbreakable material without corners or sharp edges to avoid injury to the horse.
