New submerged compressor 

oxygenates waste water 

in smaller purification systems

A new type of compressor for the oxygenation of waste water in small and medium-sized purification systems in country districts is one of the three-star New Product exhibits at Agromek-livestock in the MCH Exhibition Centre in Herning, Denmark during the period 24th to 28th November.
This compressor, the WS subair™ is special in that it is submerged in the waste water at a depth of down to 5 metres. This secures a number of advantages, states Watersystems A/S who is launching this new compressor.
The compressor thus releases heat to the waste water and, particularly in the winter months, this will promote decomposition of waste products because the water temperature is raised above the level which is critical for decomposition. In the warmer months it is significant that the waste water cools the compressor.

In comparison to a compressor on land, the submerged compressor operates silently and the actual installation is simpler and cheaper.

This new compressor is of the rotation type. The pump house is constructed of cast iron. Watersystems provide a guarantee for at least 40,000 operating hours and the pump yield is more or less uniform throughout the entire operational period. 

The compressor’s cladding classification is IP 68.The compressor is available in three sizes: 90W, 180W and 350W.

This new compressor for the oxygenation of waste water has been developed by the Danish company Watersystems A/S in cooperation with the German manufacturers  ORPU Pumpenfabrik GmbH.
