Pig feeding is automatically controlled according to eating time
In the future, the feed manager does not have to supervise how much time is required prior to the trough being empty. A newly developed eating time control from Big Dutchman ensures automatic feeding control. 

This innovation, the BDS Intelligent valve system, eating time control, type P700 process program registers, via a sensor at each feed valve, the time required from feeding initiation until the trough is empty or until the feed is below a specified level. 

The process program will then apply the eating time factor to increase/decrease the ensuing feed amount supplied to the particular valve. This regulation is based on a reference time so that feed amounts are supplied according to the time required by the pigs to empty the trough.
Formerly, this function required an extra valve card plus cable systems. 

This eating time control is a three-star, EUR New Product exhibit which will be presented at Agromek-livestock by Big Dutchman.
