Presenting a new tool for the fight against hoof problems in dairy cows

Cattle farmers have received entirely new possibilities for effectuating an objective effort against hoof problems in their herd, when the hoof trimmer applies this new tool to “write a journal” during the work involved in trimming hooves.
Hoof diseases and other hoof problems in dairy cows are problems in Danish cattle farming.

Farmers, advisors, veterinaries and hoof trimmers have a strong focus on these problems and they make every effort to minimize these problems.

A new tool to help solve hoof problems will be presented at Agromek-livestock by advisors from the Danish Cattle Association.

Team leader, Johannes Frandsen, Danish Cattle Association, has stated the following in advance of the Agromek-livestock Exhibition in Herning, Denmark during the period 24th to 28th November:
“Dairy cows normally have their hooves trimmed twice a year. When the hoof trimmer is working on the hooves, this is the best time to be able to evaluate the condition of the hooves and to discover if there are minor or major problems.” 

“We have, therefore, developed a new tool that the hoof trimmers can apply in their trimming operations.” 

“Writes a journal”

during the work process

“This tool consists of a display that the hoof trimmer can operate without taking his work gloves off. The hoof trimmer can thus write a journal that registers the various problems discovered regarding the cow’s hooves.” 

“Such registrations provide entirely new opportunities to effectuate objective efforts to solve hoof problems in a herd.”
“We present this new tool – and include a hoof trimming box as an eye catcher – on our section of the Danish Agricultural Advisory Service’s stand in Hall D at Agromek-livestock.”
“On this stand, cattle farmers and our advisors will be able to discuss how they can best prevent and fight hoof problems in their herds.”
Treatment and prevention
“It is obvious that cows, which have a hoof disease or other important hoof problems, should be treated as soon as the hoof trimmer has registered that there are problems.”

“However, to a high degree, this registration can also be applied to improve the preventive work and to evaluate if there are requirements to change the daily work with the herd or to make alterations in the livestock housing.”
Breeding and welfare
“An entirely different aspect is that cattle breeding experts are extremely interested in attaining the data which will now be registered by the hoof trimmers.” 

“The data will contribute to form the basis for breeding with a focus on strong, durable hooves.”
