Ring and pendule 

in farrowing pen

to safeguard piglets

A newly developed farrowing pen for loose operation sows is specially equipped with free holding ring on the floor and a pendulum above the sow.

This new farrowing pen has been developed to reduce piglet mortality and to ensure improved welfare in the pen for both the sow and the piglets.

The ring ensures that the sow applies the pen in the right way, i.e., that the sow lies down in the correct position in the pen in connection with farrowing and suckling so that the piglets are not crushed against the sides of the pen. When the sow is defecating she treads outside of the ring and deposits the manure in the right position.

When the sow is removed from the pen, the ring is dismantled and removed from the pen.

The pendulum prevents the sow from rolling in over the piglets when they are suckling.

This new farrowing pen is equipped with a creep corner and an automatic feeder.

In addition to the farrowing function, the piglets can remain in the pen from the weaning stage and up to 25-30 kg or to slaughter weight.

This farrowing pen is developed by Sdr. Vissing Staldinventar A/S who presents it as a three-star, EUR New Product exhibit at Agromek-livestock.
