Safety lock for horse pens

Every year, horses are injured due to the wrong type of locks in pens. Poda A/S has therefore developed a new type of lock for wooden gates which ensures a high level of safety.

The Poda Safety Slide Bolt is the name of this new lock system. For safety reasons, this lock is placed inside the wooden frame. It does not have any sharp edges or protruding parts which could injure the horses if they are frisky or frightened and are pressed against the gate.

The sliding bolt is also countersunk to avoid the risk of a horse opening the gate.

The safety slide bolt can be locked with a padlock to ensure that intruders cannot open the gate.
