By applying a hand terminal, the herd manager can attain a complete survey of the behaviour and changes in behaviour of the individual cow with the aid of CowDetect Polaert Plot Ver. 1.0

This is a new visualization method which is presented as spider web graphics on the basis of data and analyses from the CowDetect management tool. It includes eight behaviour elements which can be expanded to ten if the CowDetect is integrated with the milking system’s data in the form of number of milking operations and daily yields.

The behaviour elements are produced on individual axis lines with the same zero point like a spider web.

The cow’s data is displayed on the hand terminal as a figure with clearly visible colour marking of the continuous average and a heavy graphic line that indicates the cow’s current status. The herd manager thus attains a complete survey of the behaviour patterns of the individual cow and eventual changes in behaviour. Lower than normal activity can, for example, indicate hoof problems. All results enable the herd manager to react promptly and to correct hoof problems.

CowDetect PC-Portal for analyses

CowDetect PC-Portal is a PC platform with which all automatic behaviour registrations and the herd manager’s keyed information on the hand terminal can be applied for producing analyses of the entire herd and at individual cow level.

The PC-Portal will typically be applied for producing analyses prior to more general decisions being made regarding the herd and for internal know-how division on the farm. Veterinary surgeons, cattle farming advisors and other cooperation partners can attain on-line access to the portal.

In addition, the PC-Portal can be applied for comparison with other herds and thus provide inspiration for eventual areas of effort and continuous update of farm efficiency.

Selection gates are controlled by CowDetect

CowDetect Selection Ver. 1.0 is a new facility for the control of selection gates in cow houses direct from a CowDetect hand terminal with the aid of the cow’s position in relation to the gate.

Cows that are to be selected from or through a specific gate are keyed in on the hand terminal and the desired situation will be effectuated the next time the cow approaches the gate. This can facilitate a single separation or more permanent separation in connection with access to a special stall division or feed group.

The hand terminal facilitates on-line updating to the stall computer and it is thus no longer necessary to re-key the information on the office computer. In principle, the system can control an unlimited number of gates – although it is pre-programmed for the control of five gates.
